TRANSITION/AFTERCARE:
Who will youth reside with upon release/discharge?    Please provide a complete list of all persons that will be residing in the home where the youth will be residing upon his/her release.  Include their ages along with their relationship to the youth.
Where will youth reside with upon release/discharge? Please provide where will the youth be residing in the home (i.e. in the basement or have their own room), a brief summary of what the neighborhood/demographics surrounding the home looks like. 
Address and Phone Number: Please list the complete address and phone number of the parent and/or guardian where the youth will be residing upon his release.
Will the youth be transferred to another county or state? JPPS will ensure that the necessary documents have been completed prior to the youth’s release i.e. case transfer (30 days) and interstate compact (60 days).  JPPS will identity the county or state that family has moved too. Begin collaboration with the receiving county on case transfers to ensure continuity of care and services.
Mental Health services needed upon release/discharge (i.e. medication management): JPPS will follow-up with mental health staff at the YDC and identify ongoing mental health services or ongoing needs that may be identified such as medication management, assessments and/or counseling.
Medical services needed upon release/discharge: JPPS will follow-up with medical services staff at the YDC and identify ongoing medical services or ongoing needs that may be identified such as medication management or other health issues such diabetes, surgery or any injuries that may need follow-up upon release.
Educational plans for the youth: JPPS will follow-up with education staff at the YDC and identify ongoing education needs that will require follow-up such as updating an IEP, previous school records, GED, technical college or identifying which public school youth will be attending.  
What would the youth like to accomplish while in YDC/placement: At this point the JPPS will start to engage youth with the transition planning process.  JPPS will assist in identifying any goals that the youth would like to accomplish while in the YDC… i.e. complete sex offender group, A&D, GED, high school diploma, or any certifications.
Employment opportunities/Interests:  JPPS will explore with the youth any future employment opportunities that the youth would like to explore upon their release from the YDC.  JPPS will also assess whether youth is appropriate for a referral for DOL or Vocational Rehab.
List any barriers to transitioning the youth back to the community: JPPS will identify any issues that would impact the youth transitioning successfully back into the community.  i.e. housing issues, medication management, access to service providers, availability of a sex offender program, issues impacting youth returning to the public school setting or a referral to DFCS.
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
