
 

 

Supervision Violations 
 

Minor: 
 

• Failure to report 
• Failure to abide by parental rules 
• Failure to attend school 
• Failure to abide by special conditions of probation / placement 
• Curfew violation of less than 3 hours 
• Failed sanction  (If a sanction is failed, it is considered a new violation and will be 

sanctioned at the next level of violation) 

 
Moderate: 
 

• Absence from home without permission for 3 hours or more  
• Out-of-school suspension 
• Alcohol / drug use 
• Failure to adhere to court ordered sanctions 
• Failed sanction  (If a sanction is failed, it is considered a new violation and will be 

sanctioned at the next level of violation) 
• Continued minor violations beyond the minimum number of minor sanctions that have 

been applied (refer to Graduated Sanction Grids) 
• New delinquent misdemeanor offenses, with the exception of weapon charges, traffic 

offenses that result in license suspension and sex offenses 

 
Serious: 
 

• Absence from home without permission for more than 24 hours 
• Continued minor or moderate violations beyond the minimum number of moderate 

sanctions that have been applied (refer to Graduated Sanction Grids) 
• Failed sanctions 
• New delinquent offense that if committed by an adult would be considered a crime 

(including weapon charges, traffic offenses that result in license suspension and sex 
offenses) 

• Any violation that places the public at serious risk that has not resulted in a juvenile
